	1. OPENING:
KF welcomed the committee and explained he would be chairing the meeting as MB was not well.  He conveyed MB’s apologies and wished her a speedy recovery.  KF informed the committee thank you letters had been received from SHARP, CRY, Dr Begg and Shirley Fridge for donations and christmas meals.
2. MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES:
There were no matters arising from previous minutes.
3. ALTERNATIVE THERAPIES DAY:
